Singapore has provided fechnical sssistance to
other developing countriss since the 1960s. As a
country whose only resource s its people,
Singapore  believes that human  resource
development is vital for economic and social
progress,  Singapore iftseff has benefited from
training  provided by other ocountries and
international organisations.

In 1892, the Singapore Cooperation Programme
(S8CP) was established to bring together under one
framework the various technical assistance
programmes offered by Singapore. Through the
SCP, the range and number of training programmes
were Increased to share Singapore's devalopment
experience with other developing countriss. To date,
Singapore has eponsored training courses and
study visits for over 110,000 officials from more than
170 countries. The SCP is managed by the
Technical Cooperation Directorate of the Singapore
Ministry of Foreign Affairs,

Safe water, improved sanitation and good
hygiene (WASH) prevent iliness and disease.
Several countries in this region have achieved
middle incame status and ars undergoing rapld
economic changes. However, since 1980, the
proportion of people in the region with proper
sanitation facilities has risen from 49 per cent to
76 per cent most receritly— but this efil means
that around 518 million people do not have
access fo such facliities. Access to
safefimproved water supply increased greatly
but somsa 130 million people lack access to safe
water,

Despite steady progress, pneumonia and
diarrhosa remain the biggest killers of children
under five-years-old in this region. Sanitation
and hyglens remain among the main
contributing factors to high child mottality and
under-nurition (stunting and anemia) rates.
Differences in access to safe waler and

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sanitation reves! persisting inequities, with rural
areas, urban slums and poorest part of the
population lagging far bahind, Around 83 million
people or 4% of the population in the region - mostly
tha poor - are estimated to practice open defecation.

UNICEF's appreach iz to strengthen national
systems and capacity through & mix of community
based-activities and collecting avidencs to advocate
for equitable national and sub-national investments
in children, With thelr partners, and in support of the
Sustainable Development WASH Gosls  and
Targets, UNICEF waorks, amorigst other areas, o i)
help  governments design and implement
appropriate  gender sensitive policies, national
standards and guidelines, build institutional capacity
and develop interventions and i) provide training
and resources for communities o improve water
quality, secure water supplies and safer sanitation
facilities,

desalinated water, Jts approach fo water

management can be distilled into three key
strategies: collect every drop of water, reuse watar
endlessly, and desalinate more seawater.

Singapore Water Academy

To enhance capability development, PUB has set up
the Singapcre Water Academy, & practitioner-
focused institution In urban water managsment.

Besides providing training for PUB staff, the
Academy also trains the industry to strengthen
current  compstencies and  develop  future
capahilites. It also  welcomes  inlernational
perlicipants fo its programmes, which address
engineeting and operations, business isadership &
governance, and technology translation,

government  officials  working  on water,
sanitation and hyglene and public hesith
matters and builds their capacities In these
areas through gharing skills and knowledge on
water management, wban sanitation and
drinking water quality monitoring.

The course will also cover the SDGs, UNICEF
Global Water, Sanitation and Hygiene (WASH)
sirategy and tools, its reglonal implication with
emphasis on Strengthening the WASH
Enabling Environment, Boftieneck Analysis
including costing, Singapore’s experience in
managing integrated wrban water resources,
environmental protection and water pollution
control.
