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1. OVERVIEW

A. About KOICA

The Korea International Cooperation Agency (KOICA), established in 1991, is a
governmental agency dedicated to providing Korea's grant aid programs. KOICA
aims to foster friendly, cooperative relationships, and mutual exchanges with partner
countries by offering support for their socioeconomic development. KOICA is involved in
a diverse range of initiatives, including the Fellowship Program, Korea Volunteer
Dispatching Program, Humanitarian Assistance & Disaster Relief, Public-Private
Partnership, and Bilateral and Multilateral Projects, among others.

— Individuals who have previously enrolled in a degree program through a Korean
government-sponsored scholarship program, other than the KOICA-administered
scholarship program, are NOT eligible to apply for a Doctoral course.

— However, individuals who have received a bachelor's degree scholarship from the
Korean government are eligible to apply for a master's course.

— Individuals who were previously KOICA scholars and had their scholarship
cancelled* after enrollment are NOT eligible to apply.

*Cancellation of Scholarship means that a KOICA scholarship participant either
withdrew from the program or had their scholarship forfeited due to cumulative
warnings, etc., during their scholarship period.

: @ An applicant who has successfully completed a Master's Degree program funded by KOICA or
any other Korean government scholarship is NOT eligible to apply for the KOICA Master's Degree
Program.

@ An applicant who has cancelled their KOICA Master's Degree program is NOT eligible to apply
for the KOICA Master's Degree Program or the Doctoral Degree program.
